Rules on Publicity for VŠE Return Grants  
This document sets out the rules for ensuring publicity, the correct attribution of outputs and the protection of intellectual property (IP) within the framework of the Return Grant Scheme of the Prague University of Economics and Business (hereinafter “VŠE”)
Obligations of the grant recipient
For the entire duration of the project (including the preparation and sustainability phases), the main researcher of the return grant is required to:
1) comply with the OP JAK publicity rules and visual identity;
2) include the prescribed logo link (OP JAK, EU, MEYS, VŠE) in all outputs and communication materials;
3) include the mandatory dedication in all relevant outputs;
4) correctly affiliate outputs (both publication and non-publication outputs);
5) ensure ongoing public presentation of the project.

Affiliation of outputs
Every output produced under the return grant must be exclusively affiliated with:
1) the Prague University of Economics and Business; 
2) the relevant faculty, department;
3) the title of the return grant (the project title) and the project reference number;
4) Project registration number.











Mandatory dedication in the output
The obligation to include the following dedication in published outputs: “This publication was produced with the financial support of the European Union and the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports, under the Jan Amos Komenský Operational Programme, project Restart VSE (Reg. No CZ.02.01.01/00/24_037/0013841 Návraty VŠE).“
The obligation to include the following dedication in documents, presentations and other materials created as part of the implementation of the return grant: “This research (this work) was produced with the financial support of the European Union and the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports, under the Jan Amos Komenský Operational Programme, project Restart VSE (Reg. No. CZ.02.01.01/00/24_037/0013841 Návraty VŠE).”
Logo and visual identity
All outputs and materials must include:
1) the OP JAK + MEYS + EU logo link;
2) the VŠE logo;
in accordance with the template available in the OP JAK graphic manual.

Web and public presentation of the project
The grant recipient is required to:
1) publish information about the project on their department’s website (project title, main researcher’s name, implementation period, project reference number, funding);
2) ensure the ongoing presentation of results (e.g., conferences, promotional events);
3) label outputs in VŠE databases as related to the return grant.

Intellectual property protection and commercialisation
If results with the potential for IP protection are generated under the grant, the grant recipient is required to:
1) ensure the identification, legal protection and management of the results in accordance with legislation and VŠE rules;
2) cooperate with the relevant VŠE department.

The commercialisation of the resulting outputs is only permitted with the consent of VŠE, through licences or the transfer of rights in accordance with the applicable OP JAK methodology.










Duration of publicity

All the above obligations apply throughout the entire duration of the return grant, including the submission of the final report.

Breach of publicity rules
Failure to comply with the rules may be considered a breach of the terms of the Return Grant Agreement and may result in sanctions in accordance with Part H of the VŠE Return Grant Scheme.
